Worker’s Compensation for Volunteers		
Volunteers are covered under Lee County’s Workers’ Compensation Program for work related injuries which occur while a person is volunteering.
The accident and injury procedures are as follows:
1. An accident or injury must be reported as soon as possible to the supervisor (within 24 hours).  The supervisor is required to complete an Injury Report and submit it to Library Administration.  Library Administration will forward the report to Risk Management promptly.
2. If the injury appears LIFE THREATENING, call 9-1-1 and have the person transported to the nearest medical facility.
3. For injuries that are not life-threatening and occur Monday through Friday 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., the volunteer MUST obtain authorization through Risk Management at (239) 533.2309 or 533.2310 or Employee Health Services at (239) 533.2067. 
4. If an injury occurs outside of the hours mentioned above, the volunteer should obtain medical treatment at Lee Convenient Care Center; 4771 S. Cleveland Avenue, Fort Myers, phone number is (239) 274.7100.

In all cases, the supervisor should be notified immediately.  The Lee County Worker’s Compensation Program is a managed-care arrangement that relies on referrals from an authorized medical care coordinator for medical treatment.  If a volunteer seeks treatment through his or her own physician, or declines to be treated at the time of injury or accident, benefits may not be paid.
